In the academic year 2020-21, it is expected that there will be a
significant increase in the number of applicants who may seek admission

to undergraduate/postgraduate programs in colleges affiliated to universities

in Kerala due to the unique situation due to the spread of Covid-19.

The good performance in the NAAC/NIRF rankings of the

universities and the timely declaration of results have resulted in students choosing
the universities of the state for higher education.

As the chances of students in Kerala seeking admission in institutions outside
the State for higher studies are likely to be reduced in the wake of the
spread of Covid, an order is issued authorizing the increase in the number
of seats allowed for undergraduate/post-graduate programs in all Arts &
Science Colleges in the State, subject to the convenience of the colleges, for the

academic year 2020-21 as follows.
1. Up to @ maximum of 70 seats may be granted for graduate programs.

2. Extensions to Post Graduate programs may be granted for a
maximurn of 25 seats for Science subjects and a maximum of
30 seats for Arts and Commerce subjects.

3. If more than this number of seats are currently allotted in any programme, it may
continue to be made available.

4. The respective colleges can decide whether they want additional seats.
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5. The universities shall allocate additional seats in this academic year as soon

as possible to the convenience of the colleges, as per existing law and without

incurring additional financial burden on the Government and this should

be included in the allotment for admission for this year.
